Avalon Television Studios.

This is a great opportunity to get a
guided tour of one of the southern
hemispheres major film and televi-
sion production facilities.

Opened on 1 April 1975 under the
then NZBC, Avalon Studios was
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the first purpose-built television pro-
duction facility in the country.

In addition to programme produc-
tion, it's major role for 20 years was
as the transmission centre for TV
One, before that task moved to
Auckland in the mid 1990’s. Avalon
continues as the transmission centre
for the NZ Racing Boards
“Trackside” channel.

While TVNZ's internal politics has
seen its star wax and wane, Avalon
remains a force in NZ's television
production industry. Regular produc-
tions such as “Good Morning” and
“Lotto” are interspersed with large
scale series like “Dancing with
the Stars”.

Recent investment in Avalon
has seen Studio 8, the largest
TV studio in NZ, recently up-
graded to full high-definition
digital. Featuring Thompson
LDK6000 Hi-Def cameras and
a Calrec digital audio mixing
console, this studio will soon be
recording series two Of
“Dancing with the Stars”.
